We have a very exciting term a head with lots to look forward to.
Things We’ll Learn:
RWI: this will be daily and children will work in their reading groups.
English: The first half of the term we will be learning and writing about The Pirates Next Door and The Light house Keeper. 
Maths: Year 1: shape, addition and subtraction and place value within 20 and 50. Multiplication and division and fractions Year 2: Multiplication and division, number fractions and statistics.
Science: The first half of the term we will be looking at Materials, what they are called and what we use them for. We will look at plants and trees: wild and garden and to label the basic parts of a plant
Geography: Spring term 1: What will we see on our journey around the world? We will visit different continents looking at how people live, what is different from a coast or city. Comparing to where we live.
History: Spring term 2: How did the first flight change the world?  We learn about the first aeroplane flight learning about the Wright brothers. Hopefully a trip to Lands End Airport. How flight has changes over time.
IT: Our focus will be using word, typing, saving and retrieving documents.
PSHE: We will be looking at family and friendships and living in the wider community
RE: Spring term 1: Understanding how Christians work and support their local community and the importance of friendships.  Spring term 2: The importance of Easter to Christian’s
Art: Term 1: Collage by Van Gogh using Starry Night as the inspiration and using  local landscapes in the piece. Term 2: Form by Barbara Hepworth. We will be using clay to recreate works by Barbara.
Music: term 1: I want to play in a band. Term 2: Zoo time
PE: On a Monday, please wear full PE kit to school.
Cornish: We will continue to learn Cornish throughout our daily routines.
